Our Rising Star Princess Panache will be held on Sept 17th at the Geneva High School Auditorium, Geneva, Al. .  Exciting News: If we have at least 12 participants, we will select 2 Rising Stars: Miss Wiregrass Area Rising Star and Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen Rising Star. The Panache is open to girls ages 7-11 who live in the 334 phone exchange area. (She must be 7 years old by Sept 14th and NO OLDER than 11 on June 9, 2012).   The girls will arrive at 10:00 a.m. for rehearsal; they will be through by 11:30 a.m. parents or designated person may pick up the child at that time to dress for interview. Interviews will begin at 1:00 p.m. After they are finished with interview, they may leave with a parent or designated person to dress for the competition. Be back, dressed, and ready to go by 2:45 p.m. The Rising Star competition will begin promptly at 3:00 p.m. 
Competition areas will include private interview (4 minute), pageant wear (long gown), and onstage question.  Interview wear will be age-appropriate dressy outfit. The girls will then participate in the Miss Wiregrass Area preliminary at 6:00 p.m., when the winners of the Rising Star pageant will be announced and crowned onstage. The girls will perform their production number and also assist in the Miss Wiregrass area gown competition that evening. They should be dressed and sitting in the designated area by 5:45 p.m. for the Miss Wiregrass Area preliminary.
If you plan to have your contestant’s hair professionally done before interview, please schedule that during the lunch hour.  We allow only lip gloss and very light makeup. This is not a glitz pageant, and they should look like children, not adults. 
Tickets are $10 each.  Keep your ticket for the 6:00 p.m. performance. We are not responsible for lost tickets and without a valid ticket, you will have to purchase another for the 6:00 p.m. performance. 
All Rising Star contestants will meet Courtney Porter, Miss Alabama 2011 at the 6:00 p.m. performance!

Fee for Rising Star is $65. Entries postmarked after Sept 9th or at the door add $20 late fee for a total entry fee of $85.  Optional areas of competition include Best Smile, Best Dress, and Most Photogenic. You may also purchase Good Luck Ads to publish in the program for your princess. Contestants with the most Good Luck ads (minimum of 3) will receive a trophy and 2 free adult admission tickets to the evening Miss Wiregrass Area preliminary. The Rising Stars will receive banner and crown from the Miss Wiregrass Organization.  
After the 6:00 p.m. preliminary, be sure to pick up any photos that you want returned of your child.  If you leave any photos and want them returned, send a check for $5 with the request to the Miss Wiregrass Area address. 
At the Miss Alabama pageant (in June 2012), the Miss Wiregrass Area Rising Star will need a knee length or mid-calf white dress.  The Rising Star activities and gifts at Miss Alabama will include:

· Lunch and rehearsal with the Miss Alabama contestants one day during pageant week

· Participation onstage during one of the preliminary nights of competition

· Picture in the Miss Alabama program book

· Autographed photo of Miss Alabama

The Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen Rising Star will participate in the Miss Alabama’s Outstanding Teen pageant in Sylacauga in March.  She will be treated to similar activities at the Teen pageant in March as the Rising Star will experience at the Miss Alabama pageant.  (The Teen Rising Star will only participate in the state Teen pageant and not the Miss pageant and vice versa.) 
The Rising Stars of the Top Ten finalists at Miss Alabama will be featured at the annual Miss Alabama Fashion Show.  During the year, the Rising Star may have opportunities to appear with Miss Wiregrass Area and/or Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen.

· If entering Most Photogenic, include 8 x 10 or 5 x 7 color or B/W photo (Be sure name is on back of photo)
· Registration fee, including optional areas of competition (made payable to Miss Wiregrass Area Organization
Score sheets are the property of Miss Wiregrass Area Organization and will NOT be released after the pageant.  All young ladies are winners for participation, but there can only be one Rising Star and one Teen Rising Star.  The decision of the judges is final.  We are excited for your young lady to participate, but we also expect all adults to model good sportsman-like behavior for our young people.
