2011/2012 Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen
Local Contract
The Miss Wiregrass Area Organization enters into the following contract with _______(Name of contestant)_______________________, a contestant in the Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen Pageant. 
COMPETITION and CONTESTANT GUIDELINES:

The fee for competition is $85. A check made out to Miss Wiregrass Area is required of all contestants and must be included with the application (paperwork) submitted for entry into the pageant.   The fee is nonrefundable.  There is an optional Photogenic competition for an additional $15.  This fee must also be included with the application fee. Parents, friends, and sponsors may purchase good luck ads for the program, if desired.  Information and prices may be found on the webpage. 

To compete in Miss Wiregrass Area, a contestant must meet the age and residency requirements.  The contestant must be at least 13 years of age AND at least in the 8th grade in high school at the time of the pageant and no more than 17 years of age and no more than a junior in high school.  She must live or go to school full-time in the 334 phone exchange area.     

The pageant is limited to the first 15 contestants who submit their COMPLETED application packets.  Contestants agree to allow their photos and bio info to be posted on the Miss Wiregrass Area website. All contestants must be on time for all meetings, rehearsals, interviews, etc. in order to compete in the pageant.  


The Miss Wiregrass Area Organization will make every attempt to accommodate all contestants during the talent competition.  However, no special accommodations beyond what is provided by Miss Wiregrass Area and the pageant venue can be provided.  The individual talent routines must be at least 90 seconds in length and no more than 2 minutes.  

Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen will compete in the state Miss Alabama Outstanding Teen program in early March 2012, usually in Sylacauga, Al.  There will be a required orientation in January 2012.  Miss WA OT will submit all required paperwork to the state office in a timely manner BEFORE all deadlines. 

Miss Wiregrass Area OT will need to have a community service focus (known as her “platform”) at the state level.  She will need to begin implementing her platform after her selection.  She is responsible for planning, organizing, and implementing this work, but the Miss Wiregrass Area board will help and support her wherever possible.  


Miss Wiregrass Outstanding Teen is expected to support Miss Wiregrass Area whenever and however possible.  Miss Wiregrass OT will have an OT Rising Star to mentor during her year of service.  The OT Rising Star will spend one day at rehearsals during the state Teen competition and will participate in an onstage production. The purpose of the Rising Star program is to introduce young girls to the MAOT program and to provide an outstanding role model for them. Miss Wiregrass OT will include this young lady in any event or appearance where possible during the year.  

MISS WIREGRASS AREA OUTSTANDING TEEN REQUIREMENTS

APPEARANCES:

The Miss Wiregrass Area Director(s) must approve in advance, any appearances initiated by Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen, at which she represents Miss Wiregrass Area Organization.  As the representative of the organization, Miss Wiregrass Area OT must always be courteous, pleasant, and enthusiastic in public. She must always be on time for an appearance; being late will not be tolerated. Miss Wiregrass Area Teen will be required to attend any and all mandatory appearances, but appearances will not interfere with school requirements. If any conflicts arise, Miss Wiregrass Area Teen must notify the Director in advance. Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen must give a 72-hour notice in the event she must cancel a personal appearance.  Miss Wiregrass Area OT should dress appropriately for appearances and exercise good taste in wardrobe selection. The Miss Wiregrass Area Organization is not responsible for any accidents that occur during or while traveling to and from personal appearances as Miss Wiregrass Area OT.  Miss Wiregrass Area OT is responsible for her own transportation to and from appearances as Miss Wiregrass Area.  

Mandatory appearances include: Miss Alabama OT Orientation (usually in January), Miss Alabama OT competition (March), Miss Wiregrass Area Golf Tournament, Miss Wiregrass Area OT pageant of next year (to crown successor). 

AWARDS:
All gifts are presented to the winner following the crowning.  The official Miss Wiregrass Area OT crown is the property of the newly crowned Miss Wiregrass Area OT.  If the crown is lost or damaged, however, Miss Wiregrass Area OT will have to purchase another official replacement crown. The Miss Wiregrass Area OT crown box is the property of the Miss Wiregrass Area Organization and must be returned in good condition for the next Miss Wiregrass Area OT.  If it is lost or damaged, the box MUST be replaced at the expense of the titleholder. 

Miss Wiregrass Area OT will write a thank you note to each pageant sponsor within 30 days of being crowned.  Miss Wiregrass Area OT may be called upon to make personal appearances on behalf of community sponsors.  She should make every effort to comply with this request.  If Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen fails to complete her reign for any reason other than being crowned Miss Alabama’s Outstanding Teen, she will be required to return her crown and any pertinent gifts to the organization. 
PERTINENT INFORMATION:


Miss Wiregrass Area OT is a role model for young people across the state of Alabama and should conduct herself in an appropriate manner.  Any activity or conduct, including internet pictures or website communications such as Facebook, Twitter, etc. which would create a negative reflection on the organization could result in immediate review and termination of her year of service.

In the event an alternate assumes the title of Miss Wiregrass Area Outstanding Teen, no additional prizes will be awarded. 

The Miss Wiregrass Area Director(s) must review and approve all materials submitted to the Miss Alabama Pageant, Inc. office in preparation for state competition.  This includes but is not limited to the contestant’s contract, fact sheet, photographs and wardrobe.


The Miss Wiregrass Area Director(s) must review the competition wardrobe before the state competition.  This means that Miss Wiregrass Area OT will have her wardrobe completed and ready in time for review. It will be the responsibility of the Miss Wiregrass Area OT to make an appointment with the director and bring her wardrobe for review!!  

She must also perform her talent for the director (s) BEFORE the state competition.  It will be the responsibility of the OT to make an appointment with the director (s) for review of the talent!!  

Miss WAOT may NOT change her talent without consulting the director.  Miss Wiregrass Area OT and her parents understand that all decisions regarding talent selection, competition clothes, pageant rehearsals, and any training in preparation for the Miss Alabama OT Pageant will be in the sole discretion of the Pageant Director.  Although the Director will give utmost regard to her personal taste, style, and issues of budget, the Director has her best interest at heart and a vast understanding of what is expected of her at the Miss Alabama OT Pageant. 

The newly crowned Miss Wiregrass Area OT will provide the Director with an 8x10 photograph, wearing her crown, within 30 days after being crowned Miss  Wiregrass . She will have her competition photographs made in a timely manner, so that the photos will be ready for the competition. 
Miss Wiregrass Area OT will provide her own wardrobe requirements, but MUST consult the director before purchasing any clothing for the state competition. 

Miss Wiregrass Area OT must meet all deadlines and requirements set forth by the Miss Alabama Pageant, Inc. in preparation for state competition.


Miss Wiregrass Area OT may not work with any other pageant directors or coaches without the approval of the Miss Wiregrass Area Director(s).


Miss Wiregrass Area OT will not be married during her year of service.  If she enters into marriage, she will forfeit her title. 

Miss Wiregrass Area OT will maintain personal grooming at all times which reflects positively upon the organization.  She must not have tattoos or body piercing (other than pierced ears) which are obvious to the public.
